Please
remember these are professional emails.

Feel
free to send in photos of your child’s work to the class teacher. The teachers can give
feedback on the work that they see.

Here are some guidelines about school work and corrections:

e In general, work will be posted on Sunday for Monday.

We know all houses are busy and that this is
a stressful time.

e The teacher will tell you how the work will be corrected — some work you can check
at home yourself (reading), answers to maths questions will be posted at the end of
the week for senior children, work can be emailed to the teacher/or uploaded to
google classroom, photos of project work can be sent in.

e Taking a photograph of your child’s work and sharing with teacher shows the work
has been completed.

e At the moment we aim to encourage and praise children (and parents!) for their
work at home. We all know we will have work to catch up on. But we will do this
when we get back to normal.

e Teachers may post check in forms — to see how the children are getting on with work
and to encourage communication with the teacher.
